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We have prepared this booklet to assist parents, whose children
are leaving high school or post secondary school, to locate an
appropriate Day Program in Napa or Solano County.

Transition from one stage to another can be an exciting as well as
an anxious time for students and parents. Your Client Program
Coordinator (CPC) is here to help you identify the day program

that will meet your needs.

Helpful Hints:

» Contact your CPC long before graduation to begin the
planning process as early as possible.

» Invite your CPC to your Individual Transition Plan (ITP).

» Tour more than one day program.

» Plan visits to day programs in advance.

» Explore transportation.

» Have a second choice in case your first choice does not
work out.
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Some questions you may want to ask during your program visit:

e What type of goals do you set for your consumers?

e How will you assist with transition planning?

e Can you continue the goals that a consumer has been working
on prior to coming into your program?

e What is your intake process like?

What is required for a consumer to be accepted into your

program?

What type of consumers are in your program right now?

How many staff work with your consumers?

How many staff per consumer?

What are the special skills of your staff and what distinguishes

your program from others?

e How long have you been in business?

What days/hrs are you open?

Do you provide transportation?

Do you provide lunch/snacks?

How would you describe a typical day at this program?

Do you provide work opportunities and or training? And how

much do clients typically earn?

What kind of outings do you provide for your consumers?

e Is your staff trained in First Aid and CPR?

e What special activities or projects do you do with your
consumers?

e What kind of chores do your consumers do?

Program Types:

Community based adult day programs provide adults with
developmental disabilities an opportunity to receive services in the
community rather than at a developmental center. The services
provided are intended to assist individuals with acquiring the skills
necessary to achieve their highest level of independence. The
programs and services include:

0 Activity Centers (AC): These day programs serve adults who
generally have acquired most basic self-care skills, have some
ability to interact with others, are able to make their needs
known, and respond to instructions. Activity center programs
focus on the development and maintenance of the functional
skills required for self-advocacy, community integration and
employment.

O Adult Development Centers (ADC): These day programs
serve adults who are in the process of acquiring self-help
skills and who generally need sustained support and
directions to develop the ability to interact with others, to
make their needs known and to respond to instructions. Adult
development center programs focus on the development and
maintenance of the functional skills required for self-
advocacy, community integration, employment and self-care.
ADC’s usually have a staff to client ratio of one staff to three
clients (1:3).

0 Behavior Management Programs (BIVIP): These day
programs serve adults with severe behavior disorders and /or
dual diagnosis who, because of their behavior challenges, are
not eligible for any other community-based day programs.
Behavior programs usually have a staffing ratio of one staff to
three clients (1:3). Plans are developed to support maximum
integration in community and facility environments, with the
emphasis on transitioning to a less intensive level of support.
