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Choosing a camp: While NBRC requires each camp fo renew their vendorship
annually, an on-site inspection is not part of that process. NBRC does not
have any direct control over the quality of each camp's services. Therefore
it is up to the camper, their family or others within their circle of support to
investigate, visit and otherwise evaluate the appropriateness of the camp
facility and staff. This booklet is an excellent way to begin that process;
however it provides a limited amount of information on each camp. You will
find contact information at the end of each camp's entry. It is important to
pay close attention to the camp's written guidelines for accepting first time
campers, specific population served, staffing ratios, activities provided and
application process.

Vendorization: Every April NBRC requires each camp seeking to continue
operating as an NBRC vendor to re-submit the following updated
documentation: city/county health permit, fire clearance certificate, letter
verifying the presence of an R.N. on-site throughout each session, copy of the
R.N. license and a copy of their liability insurance policy.

NBRC Funding: Only vendored camps can be directly funded by NBRC. Partial
or full NBRC funding may be provided for eligible consumers living with their
families as part of an annual respite and/or daycare plan. Consumers living in
licensed residential facilities are not eligible for NBRC funding. Call your
NBRC Client Program Coordinator (CPC) for further details and assistance.

Alternate Funding Sources: Several camps offer a limited number of
partial or full camper scholarships that, when combined with Regional Center
funding, may substantially reduce or eliminate the need for conversion of in
home respite hours. Community Assistance for the Retarded and
Handicapped, Inc.(CARH) offers camper scholarships on a first come first
serve basis for residents of Benicia, Fairfield,Vacaville, or Vallejo with a
diagnosis of mental retardation. Must be a Regional Center vendored camp.

Campers will
sleep in dorms. This camp is sponsored by the Chico Boys and Girls Club.

camp. The camp provides job training, interview skills, professional dress and
social awareness. Activities include a field trip to Napa Valley College and a
talk with Paul Newsbaum, a successful individual despite having Autism. One-
week session, daily schedule is approximately 9:00AM until 1:00PM, Monday
through Friday. The cost for camp is $450 for the week. Accommodation
plan presented upon completion.
